Prayer and Worship 

 

Students will: 

• pray daily, including morning prayer with intentions, before lunch blessing, and end 

of day prayer  

• attend the first Friday mass with school monthly 

• prepare and celebrate one first Friday mass during the school year with their 

homeroom class 

• learn and recite the rosary, including the prayers: Sign of the Cross, Hail Mary, The 

Lord’s Prayer, Glory Be to the Father 

• prepare and celebrate the Stations of the Cross at church 

• participate in reconciliation at church and recite the Act of Contrition 

• learn and use The Apostle’s Creed and Canticle of the Sun 

• participate in daily Advent prayer services during the season of Advent 

• prepare and perform a song of celebration for the school nativity play 

• learn about meditation prayer, spontaneous prayer, the Psalms, and the Beatitudes
